Curriculum Guidelines  
Welcome 

The middle school years are a time for 

growing, changing, and learning.  Our goal is 

to have a school where every student can 

learn and each person is respected, valued, 

and challenged.  We want to celebrate the 

diversity which makes each child special.  

 

All students are expected to be responsi-

ble for their behavior, to respect each 

other and the school property, and to be 

ready to learn each day.  Please remember 

that gum chewing is not allowed on Madi-

sonõs campus.  Working together for excel-

lence is what makes Madison the best mid-

dle school. 
 

Participation  
Students are required to complete all as-

signments, attend class regularly, and par-

ticipate in each class.  Students are also 

expected to obey the rules and become a 

responsible member of the Madison Middle 

School community of learners.  
 

School Accreditation  
The New Mexico Public Education Depart-

ment requires each student in middle 

school to master a series of academic com-

petencies.  Nine -week and semester 

grades, which are a combination of daily 

class grades, quiz and test scores, and 

other assignments, indicate progress to-

wards competency mastery.  A final exam, 

class project, or presentation may be given 

in each class for each semester, which may 

also aid in determining competency pro-

gress each year.  
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 . Personal Belongings -  Safety Drills  

and Parent Message  

Personal Belongings 
Students are not to bring lasers, radios, tape record-

ers, cameras, skateboards, rollerblades, or electronic 

devices to school.  Cell phone AND/OR electronic 

device use is not permitted on campus during the 

instructional day.  These items will be confiscated  if 

students are not following the rules and parents will 

be required to claim them.   * School personnel assume 
no responsibility  for the security  or recovery of per-
sonal items brought to school. We  simply do not have 
the resources.  

Safety Drills/Lockdowns  

We are required to have òpracticeó fire drills, lock-

downs, and evacuations in case of a real emergency.  

Students and staff will know the specific procedure 

to follow.  Instructions are provided over the an-

nouncements as well as in writing for teachers to re-

view with students.  These drills are unannounced and 

occur at various times throughout the school year. If 

a real lockdown were to occur there would be notifi-

cation at the APS website: http://www.aps.edu.  

 

Please observe safety rules to and from school.  Walk 

on sidewalks, not in the street.  Cross at crosswalks 

or where flashing lights are available, not in the mid-

dle of the block. Students must walk bicycles on cam-

pus. Skateboards are not permitted on campus. Follow 

traffic flow and signals.  

To Madison Parentsé 
All visitors are to check in at the Main Office with a photo ID  and receive a visitorõs badge before going 

anywhere on campus. 

 

Parents who drive their students to school should enter the campus on  Moon at the òParent Pick- up/Drop

- offó entrance that is located at the southern most border of the school.  Students can then be picked up/

dropped off on the south side of the school (basketball courts) or on the west side.  Parents should continue 

following the road until exiting the campus on Comanche.  Parents are not to drive into the north or east 

parking lot to drop off or pick up their child as this creates traffic jams and safety hazards . 

  

Office telephones are for the use of school personnel and not for use by students except for emergencies.   

Parents  are requested not to telephone the office to relay messages to students except in emergencies.  

Student messages will be delivered during announcements at 3:00 pm. It is the students responsibility to pick 

up messages. The office will not accept deliveries of flowers, candy, balloons, stuffed animals & etc. for stu-

dents at any time during the school day.  

  

To withdraw a student from school, a parent or guardian must accompany his/her student and sign a 

Student Withdrawal form . Students will receive instructions from the Counseling Office concerning this 

procedure.  All textbooks must be returned and fines cleared before the withdrawal process is considered 

complete. Allow 2 full school days for withdrawing the student.  

 

This Student Agenda is intended to be a communication tool between home and school.  The Student Agenda 

is to be taken to every class each day. Your child should record class assignments and homework in it and 

bring it home on a daily basis.  It will also be used for daily and weekly progress reports.  Help your child take 

full advantage of this handbook.  Go over it on a daily basis.  Replacement cost for a lost, damaged, or 

defaced handbook is $10.00.

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Attendance  
Parents must call in each day the student is ab-

sent at 291 ð 6830.   Please give the studentõs 

name, grade level, reason for the absence, the 

name of person calling and his/her relationship to 

our student. If no reason is given, or if no call is 

made, the absence will be considered unexcused. The 

voicemail system will answer from 4 pm to 8:30 am or 

if we are busy. Your message will be taken as soon as 

possible. 

NOTE: òParent linkó will call for ALL ABSENCES 

from the classroom.  i.e.  UNEXCUSED and EX-

CUSED: field trips, doctors appointments, illness, 

etc. whether you have called the school or not. If 

you listen carefully, the call should tell you the rea-

son that has been documented in the computer. Call  

us if you have any questions.  

Absences may be excused for the following reasons 

with appropriate documentation: Doctorõs Appoint-

ment, Death in Family, Religious commitment, Illness, 

Family emergency, and Diagnostic Testing.  

Family vacations taken during the school year are 

considered unexcused absences. It is expected 

that the family will schedule vacations during periods 

of time when school is not in session.  

Regular attendance is a necessity for two reasons : 

(1) it is required by state and federal law, and (2) it 

is essential to the studentõs success, enjoyment, and 

achievement in school.  

Anyone arriving late must report directly to the 

Attendance Office. To be dismissed early, the 

parent/guardian  or emergency contact must re-

port, with photo I.D, to the Attendance Office 

before the student may leave campus.  An I.D. is 

mandatory when signing out a student.  Should a 

student have an emergency, the student should re-

port to the office. NOTE:  Students should be re-

minded that they are NOT to leave campus for any 

reason once they have arrived at school.  

Special Programs  

Madison has a variety of special programs to meet 

individual student needs.  Such programs include, but 

are not limited to, the Special Education program for 

students who are gifted, learning disabled, and com-

munication disordered; the Intensive Support Pro-

gram for students with multiple, severe and profound 

disabilities; and the English as a Second Language 

Program for second language learners.  

Honor Roll/High Honors  

Any student achieving a 3.5 grade point average (GPA) 

or better for first semester is placed on the Honor 

Roll. 

Students achieve High Honors when they compile a 

GPA of 3.8 or better at the end of semester one.  

Progress/Report cards  

Progress reports are sent home with students during 

the middle of each nine -week grading period to inform 

parents of their child's progress.  Our progress re-

port also reflects studentõs deficiencies.  At the end 

of each nine -week grading period, report cards are 

sent home. The last report card is mailed home.  

Retention  

Under the New Mexico State Remediation and Promo-

tion Law (22 -2-8.6), New Mexico public schools must 

ensure that students are meeting grade level stan-

dards before they are promoted to the next grade 

level.  Standardized testing, classroom grades, and 

other teacher and/or district assessments will be 

used to determine proficiency.  Parents/guardians will 

be contacted by the school if a studentõs performance 

is below grade -level standards.  

Make- up Work  

It is the studentõs responsibility to request make-up 

assignments.  If work is incomplete due to illness or 

another reason accepted by the teacher or adminis-

trator, a student will be given one day for each ex-

cused absence to complete the make -up work.  Work 

missed in an activity class such as orchestra or PE will 

be given an alternative assignment.  If extenuating 

circumstances exist, the teacher or principal may 

extend the time allowed to complete the work.  If it 

is apparent that the student will be out for three or 

more days due to an extended illness, parents may call 

the school and request assignments.   

Teachers need a minimum of 24 hours from time of 

request to complete assignments.

Lost and Found  
The Lost and Found Box for personal articles is located 

in the cafeteria.  Articles not claimed within a reasonable 

time will be taken to the P.T.A. Clothing Bank.  Lost and 

Found textbooks will be handled through the Media Cen-

ter.  

Health Office  
The health office (299 -4735 extension 3208) is located 

next to the main office.  If a student becomes ill, they 

must check in at the health office to be assessed. If a 

student needs to go home, a parent or emergency con-

tact will be called to pick him/ her up. The student must 

be checked out through the attendance office . An I.D. 

must be verified.  

 

 Inform this office of any special or serious medical 

needs or conditions that pertain to your child.  Every 

student must have a completed Emergency Information 

Card with current contact numbers on file at the school.  

 

A student who is not current on immunizations will not be 

permitted to register for or attend school.  

 

Students requiring daily prescription medications during 

the school day: must have a physician submit specific 

instructions in writing on an APS form to the school.  

Only authorized school personnel are allowed, by law, to 

dispense medication. Students may carry a daily dose of 

over-the -counter medication with a parent authorization 

on file.  

The Library Media Center  
The library media center is open to students from 

8:24 - 3:05 Monday through Friday. Students may 

come to the library from their class at any time as long 

as they have a pass from a teacher.  Students may use 

the library during lunch if they have a pass from a 

teacher which states the purpose of the visit.  

 

Counseling 
Madison counselors are available to assist students 

with a variety of concerns, including academic, peer, 

and family issues.  We believe that young adolescents 

are in a significant period of transition and are chang-

ing more in every aspect of life than in any develop-

mental period except infancy.  We feel young adoles-

cents benefit most from a team effort involving par-

ents, students, teachers, and administrators.  To help 

assist our students through this period, we work with 

them individually and/or in groups.  We may provide 

group counseling for students having similar concerns 

such as friendship, student success, and grief/loss.  

We provide crisis intervention, peer mediation, and 

referrals to outside providers.  We assist students 

with individual planning regarding their future career 

pathways.  This is done through the development of 

the Next Step Plan in studentsõ 8th grade Business 
Technology course.   
 

Madison counselors welcome all students and parents 

to contact them regarding any questions or concerns 

they might have.  Each student is assigned to a team 

counselor for the year.  Our goal is to see students in 

a timely manner to assist in their personal and educa-

tional needs.  Students are encouraged to complete a 

request form, found in the counseling office, when 

they want to meet with their counselor.  Parents want-

ing to meet with a counselor can call to make an ap-

pointment.  Please contact the counseling secretary at 

299 -4735 ex. 3204 to get in touch with your studentõs 

counselor.

Durham Bus:  298 - 6831  
A bus schedule is available at registration.  Students 

outside the one -and-one-half mile limit will be furnished 

bus transportation.  The bus ride is an extension of the 

school day.  The bus driver is in full charge of students 

when they are riding the school bus.  Any damage done to 

the buses by students will be paid for by the studentõs 

parents.  Students who cannot obey the rules may be 

deprived of the privilege of school bus transportation 

and referred for school discipline.  Bus referral forms 

are in the office for your preview.  

 

District policy and procedures prohibit bus drivers or 

school personnel from accepting notes from parents 

requesting a change in a studentõs normal point of pick

- up or drop - off.   

 

Other Transportation  
Students are not  permitted to drive any motorized vehi-

cle to school.  Motorcycles, motor scooters, and/or stu-

dentõs automobiles are not  allowed on campus.  Skate-

boards, roller blades, scooters, wheeled shoes etc., 

are  not  to be brought to school.  

 

A bicycle parking area is designated on the school map.  

This area is off limits  during school hours.  We assume 

no responsibility for bicycles on school property.  Stu-

dents must walk bicycles on campus. 

 

Food Services  

Madison Middle School offers a hot breakfast and a hot 

lunch on a daily basis. Breakfast is served from 7:55 ñ 

8:20 am. Madison is a closed campus, students are ex-

pected to remain on campus during the lunch periods.  

Students may eat outside on the west side of the gym if 

they bring a sack lunch or buy from the snack bar. Lunch 

trays may not be taken outside.  

Parents may pay for lunch accounts with the cafete-

ria manager or online at myLunchMoney.com  

Applications for the free or reduced lunch program 

are available in the cafeteria or the main office. The 

applications need to be returned to the cafeteria 

manager.  

Students may not charge  more than $10.00 on their 

lunch accounts. 

The snack bar is a cash only basis. Students may not 

use lunch accounts at the snack bar.  

Current lunch prices and menus are available on the 

APS website.  

While eating lunch, students should be considerate of 

others. Students must sit at a table while eating in the 

cafeteria. Students should avoid yelling, horseplay, and 

any other unacceptable behavior while in the cafeteria. 

Any such behavior could result in disciplinary action.  

 

All litter/trash is to be cleaned from the tables and 

floor in the area that the student was eating lunch, and 

deposited into the trash cans in the cafeteria.  

Lockers and Backpacks  
Use of lockers is a privilege and can be revoked if mis-

used.  Students are to use and furnish their own locks 

and are responsible for the contents of their lockers as 

the school assumes no responsibility for locker items.  

Locker halls will be open before school, before and after 

lunch, and through the last passing period.  Books and 

backpacks  are to be placed in lockers during lunch .  

Lockers will be checked periodically.   Backpacks are 

subject to search if warranted, and are to be free of 

graffiti and writing symbols.  

Textbooks  
Textbooks must be covered at all times.  The textbooks 

are numbered and students are responsible for all of 

those issued to them.  If they are lost or damaged, the 

student will be required to pay for the book/damage.  

Lost textbooks will be handled through the Media Cen-

ter.   

Telephones 
Office telephones are for the use of school personnel 

and not for use by students except in case of emergen-

cies.  Calling home for forgotten assignments, asking 

permission to go home with a friend, etc., are not 

considered emergencies.  Cell phone use is not permit-

ted on campus while school is in session.  

Activities/Athletics  
Many activities are offered at Madison throughout 

the school day.  School -sponsored activities have in-

cluded Student Council, Intramural Sports,  and Geog-

raphy Bee, Science Fair, Peer Mediation, and the Mid-

dle School Athletic Program. Through the city -

sponsored Middle School Initiative Grant we offer a 

variety of activities.  Look for announcements in the 

Parent Newsletter, which is posted weekly on our 

website, www.madisonms.org/, for other activities.

All students will be required to follow written or verbal directives 

provided by their teachers regarding appropriate Internet access. Access of personal e

Madison Extracurricular Activities  
 

Any sound extracurricular program must be based on sound educational principles. Every 

activity sponsored and supported by the schools must be considered a phase of the edu-

cational process. Such activities are considered an integral part of the TOTAL educa-

tional program. It is extracurricular only in the sense that it is assigned time outside of 

the studentsõ academic class schedule. 

 

Participation in any of Madisonõs extracurricular activities is a privilege offered to and 

earned by students. Because participants are representative of their school and commu-

nity, their conduct is expected to exemplify high standards at all times. Our goal is to 

allow the students to participate in a positive before or after school activity.  

 

Requirements for participation include but are not limited to:  

2.0 grade point average with no more than 1 òFó. 

No major behavior referrals made to the administration. Each student/participant will 

be looked at individually if questions arise.  

The student participant and parent will sign and follow the ôAthletic Substance Abuse 

and Tobacco Policyõ handout. 

Students trying out for Middle School Basketball or track will also be required to 

complete all pages of the APS Physical Form  before  the season tryouts. Visit  

apsathletics.net/ to get forms.   

 

The ultimate goal of our Extracurricular Program is to engage students in positive be-

fore/after school activities. Our program also allows students to participate in an activity 

which research includes as one (the involvement in youth programs and interaction with 

positive adult role models) of the ò40 Developmental Assets.ó A secondary goal of our ex-

tracurricular program is the opportunity to teach the fundamentals of the NMAAõs 

òPursuing Victory with Honor .ó  In addition to a continued introduction to the pillars of 
òCharacter Counts,ó our program allows students and adults alike, to learn, practice and 

model character education through sportsmanship and teamwork.  

 

The Madison staff is very supportive of all of our extracurricular activities that help 

provide a fulfilling worthwhile experience for our middle school students.
